The Texas Center for Social Impact is currently offering eligible organizations the opportunity to take the Core Capacity Assessment Tool (CCAT) at
no charge. The CCAT is an online survey tool developed by the TCC Group that measures a nonprofit organization's effectiveness in relation to four

core capacities: leadership, adaptability, management, and technical capacities.
T his tool allows for a confidential self-assessment of an organization's core capacities based on the input of board leaders, key staff and senior

volunteers. It also offers specific activities and strategies to empower organizational growth based on your results. This survey is a $300 value to an
organization.

To get started, click on Eligibility. Once you have completed the eligibility forms, OneStar will contact you about an agreement letter & discuss
respondent selection rationale/next steps .
